The Adventures of Michael Washington 

Continues  
Dear Friends,  
As I climbed down the steps from my office in 
the bell tower, I was almost taking them two at a 
time.  Suddenly, I was in a hurry!  For the past 
several hours, I had been in another world.  It 
always surprised me when that happened, but it 
was actually what I had prayed for when I began 
my work early in the afternoon. 

I was choosing the texts and sermon titles for 
the Sundays between Epiphany and Easter.  With 
very little variation, it is my custom to preach 
from the Revised Common Lectionary.  I also 
attempt to avoid preaching the same text anytime 
during a six year period.  This meant that I had to 
check out the various lectionary texts for each 
Sunday while reviewing the previous years when 
I had preached from the same cycle.  If I had 
preached previously from the Psalter and the 
epistles, then this time I would choose a text 
from either the Old Testament or the gospel.  I 
don't think anyone remembers what I preached 
three years ago and six years ago, but it is 
important that we study the breadth of the 
scriptures and, by using the lectionary in this 
way, we manage to do that. 

Most importantly, as I read the texts and 
choose them, I pray for the Lord to give me 
insight as to what I need to hear and learn and 
pass on to the congregation....and, every time, as 
I am still and prayerful, the Lord does just 
that....and, every time, I'm surprised, even 
though this is just what I prayed for.  I had just 
finished writing the title for the Easter sermon, 
when I finally snapped out of my reverie and 
took a good look out the window.  It was 
snowing and, just as the weather report had 
predicted, these were not flurries....it was a major 
storm!  A good bit of snow had already 
accumulated on Wilman Pike and I could see the 
cars skidding around and a few stopping because 
they couldn't make it up the hill.  Molli and the 
kids were probably thinking I was stuck in a 
ditch somewhere and worried that I would never 
make it home.  We still don't have a cell 
phone....they're expensive and I tend to resist 
new technology.  By the time I get one, people 
will be communicating with portable television 
sets.  I did have a phone in my office, but I 

figured I would rush out of the building, jump in 
my Chevy Blazer and be home in ten minutes. 

It took me forty minutes and I was greeted at 
the door by a very alarmed wife and three kids 
who said almost simultaneously, "This is why we 
need cell phones!"  You'll notice they said that in 
the plural.  They see the cell phone as a 
necessary piece of equipment for each family 
member rather than as an emergency item for 
special occasions.  I managed to dodge their 
concern and their condemnation by telling them 
stories about how bad the storm was and how 
school was going to be canceled for sure.  That 
got them off my back!  Molli, however, was not 
so easily diverted.  Once she knew I was out of 
danger, she wanted to know why I left the church 
so late and why I didn't call.  I really didn't have 
an excuse, so I told her the truth....and it worked! 

Molli was mollified....and, if you have been 
wondering, that's how you pronounce her name.  
Many of you have asked.  It's a bit unusual, but 
so are her parents.  They decided when she was 
born that they would name her after both of 
them.  Her dad's name is Maurice and everyone 
calls him Mo.  Her mom's name is Linda.  So 
they combined the two names and came up with 
Molinda....but ever since she was a little girl, 
everyone called her Molli (pronounced Molly) 
and, no matter how strange the spelling is, she's 
the love of my life! 

Dinner was simple and fun, perfect for a 
snowy evening....sloppy joes and french fries 
with one of Molli's special salads on the side.  
Molli makes the greatest salads with a little bit of 
everything available thrown in with homemade 
dressing and, somehow, it tastes perfect.  After 
dinner, Lance and I went out to the garage and 
started up the snowblower so we could be sure 
that it would be ready to go by the next morning 
when the digging out would begin.  Then, we 
grabbed some extra firewood and took it inside 
to build a perfect fire in the fireplace.  I called 
the church staff and told them not to try to get in 
through the snow and to enjoy a day at home. 

Two days before, I thought I was too busy to 
take an extra day off, but a gigantic snowstorm 
forces everyone to change their priorities.  I must 
admit, I still get excited by the snow.  I think it's 
leftover from my school days when snow always 
held the promise of no school and lots of free 
time for sledding after the shoveling was 



 
done....especially if you had already done your 
homework!  Our kids finished their homework 
and then straggled into the living room to gather 
around the fire with Molli and me.  We told 
stories and made plans and Wes kept getting up 
to look out the window and give us accumulation 
reports, "It's another inch deeper and it's 
beginning to drift on the street.  The plows aren't 
even out yet.  We probably won't have school for 
the rest of the week!"  Molli and I began to have 
trouble keeping our eyes open, so we started up 
to bed....the kids were tired, too, but they were 
determined to stay up late, just because they 
could. 

I slept like a rock.  Early the next morning, 
however, I jumped out of bed and went 
immediately to the window to see what was 
happening.  It was still snowing....this storm was 
a big one, all right.  I went down to the kitchen 
and began preparing a snowstorm breakfast for 
everyone, knowing that the aroma would get 
them out of bed.  Bacon, country French toast, 
cheese omelettes, orange and apple juice, hot 
maple syrup, fresh coffee and some thinly sliced 
scrapple began to take shape as Molli and Elisha 
appeared first to pitch in and, finally, Lance and 
Wes staggered in with their hair all over the 
place, but their stomachs more than ready to be 
filled.  As we enjoyed the feast, I began giving 
orders for our first cleanup.  The plan was to 
begin shoveling, even though the snow was still 
coming down, because we knew it would be too 
heavy if we tried to do it all at once.   

Everyone had a job and, for the first time, 
Lance was operating the snowblower.  Our 
driveway was fairly long and on a slight hill.  
Two years ago, Molli convinced me to spend the 
money on the snowblower so I wouldn't end up 
having a heart attack while shoveling.  I resisted 
(I hate to spend money!), but secretly, I loved the 
thing.  It could really move the snow and it made 
me the hero of the neighborhood when I would 
go and clear out our neighbors' driveways.  This 
year, however, no one was worried about my 
health.  Lance had learned how to work the 
blower and I was joining the rest of the family as 
we shoveled the porches, the steps and cleaned 
up the edges of the driveway.  I sprayed the 
shovels with silicone and handed them out to 
Molli and the kids and took one for myself.  We 

were finished in no time at all and began to drift 
down the street and help the neighbors. 

This was always a magical time.  Neighbors 
appear on the street during a snowstorm who you 
don't see at anytime of the year, except to wave 
to when they drive by.  Because everyone's 
schedule has been interrupted, everyone has time 
for each other.  People start passing out cookies 
and hot chocolate, inviting each other over for 
dinner or lunch ("I've got a big pot of soup on the 
stove and chili in the crock pot!").  I found 
myself talking about NCAA basketball with a 
couple of guys who weren't even speaking to 
each other last July.  One of them had 
accidentally put a rut on the other's lawn with his 
truck during a rainstorm; they had had a big 
argument and then had given each other the 
silent treatment.  Now, the snowstorm had put 
them together.  They looked at each other, 
smiled and began their friendship all over again. 

Sometimes, I wished that the same thing 
could happen in churches....that a big snowstorm 
would come suddenly while we were all gathered 
in the church building, that we wouldn't be able 
to get home and that we'd have to stay overnight 
and through the next day together in the church 
building.  So often, in the body of Christ, we 
have little enmities that turn into big relationship 
problems and they never get resolved and, yet, 
Christ said, "By this everyone will know that you 
are my disciples, if you love one another" (John 
13:35).  It was good to see my two neighbors 
enjoying each other again.  I longed to see many 
of my friends at church do the same. 

Even as we were finishing up our morning's 
work, we knew we would have to be out again, 
after the storm ended, to do it all over again and 
another spontaneous party would break out.  
Meanwhile, I was beginning to think about all 
the work that would have to be done at church.  
We have a contract for someone to plow out the 
parking lot, but steps and walkways had to be 
shoveled and salted so that worshipers could be 
welcomed on Sunday.  Of course, Ralph and 
Jack would make sure that everything would be 
in order for our work to begin and be completed.  
Every church should have a Ralph and a Jack.  
They were two retired men who were long-time 
members of the church and, even before they 
retired, it seemed they always found a way to get 
to the church and keep the place in shape.  They 



 
serviced the snowblower before the winter 
began, they lubricated the furnace and changed 
the filters, counted the shovels and ice picks and 
made sure they were in good repair and did 
hundreds of other little projects that no one 
would ever notice unless it hadn't been done.  
They would even stop by several days during the 
week (sometimes alone, but usually together) 
and walk through the building asking people 
who were serving in the various ministries of the 
church if they needed anything repaired or added 
to their room or office.  We don't know what we 
would do without them. 

I trudged home through the snow, fired a few 
snowballs at Molli and the kids and, with a very 
light heart, thanked the Lord for this big 
snowstorm that enabled all of us to realize the 
blessings that God gives us which we so often 
fail to appreciate. 

"The heavens are telling the glory of God; and 
the firmament proclaims his handiwork.  Day to 
day pours forth speech, and night to night 
declares knowledge....Let the words of my 
mouth and the meditation of my heart be 
acceptable to you, O Lord, my rock and my 
redeemer" (Psalm 19:1-2, 14).
